Applicants should meet the following entry requirements:
Hold a primary degree (at least 2nd class honours or equivalent in any discipline)
Have an appropriate initial training qualification in TESOL/TEFL
Have a minimum of one year relevant teaching experience in Ireland or overseas.
Have an overall band score of 7.0 in IELTS (with a 7.0 in listening and writing components)
if the applicant’s first language is not English
